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materials used to achieve this was the
Shawangunk conglomerate, taken from
the cliffs nearby. The center has the
appearance of gently flowing into the
mountainside.

The mission of the Mohonk Preserve
is “to protect the Shawangunk Mountains
by inspiring people to care for, enjoy, and
explore the natural world.”

Featured on the cover of Stone World
magazine’s May 1999 issue, this beautiful
building certainly supports that mission.
Black Rock Center for Science and
Education

Located 50 miles north of New York
City in the Hudson Highlands is the

The front entrance of the Trapps Gateway
Visitors Center.

4,000-acre Black Rock Forest, operated
by the Black Rock Consortium. It is a
location for scientific research, education
and conservation. The forest contains a
great variety of topography, including
waterfalls (up to 90 feet), seven ponds,
open marshes, four major stream systems
and rock outcrops, to name just a few. On
a given day, these outcrops offer views of
Manhattan to the south and the Catskill
Mountains to the north. It lies just two
miles west of the Hudson River.

Built by Storm King Contracting and
located just one-half mile into the forest
is the Black Rock Center for Science
and Education.

This 9,000-square-

foot building was

constructed using

green building,

or sustainable

design, principles.

Completed, it

features solar panels

on the roof, along

with geothermal

heating and cooling systems. The center
includes laboratory and classroom
space for researchers and students

from elementary through graduate
school and is the base
for the Consortium’s
environmental
monitoring network.
Much of the building
materials for the Center
were taken directly
from the forest, thereby
reducing the need for
transportation.
