parking areas for each building, linked to

interconnecting sidewalks, was constructed.

The four buildings are conventional
wood frame construction. However, due to
restrictions, the structures were fabricated
off site as panelized systems and then
erected on site. A wooded section of the
property was cleaned up and transformed
into a natural sitting area and walking
path.

The project was so well received by
the Orangeburg community that the
Rockland Hospital Guild has actually had
to turn down requests asking whether the
new apartments are for rent.

Mobile Life Support Services
Founded in 1991 as a privately-owned

commercial paramedic service, Mobile Life’s
mission is to provide high quality patient
care to its surrounding communities.
With a fleet of over 32 paramedic
ambulances and emergency response
vehicles and a staff of more than 260,

it serves four counties with a combined
population in excess of one million in
New York’s Hudson Valley. Its response
vehicles are deployed from 14 operational
stations, and Medevac helicopter service is
also provided in cooperation with the N.Y.
State Police.

Even in communities that operate their
own volunteer ambulance service, Mobile
Life offers Advanced Life Support level
adjunctive care and mutual aid services
whenever required. At times, assistance is
given to the volunteer services by leasing
them EMS staff during periods when
they lack sufficient coverage from their
volunteers.

Mobile Life also provides an ongoing
educational program for the surrounding
area through its EMS Education Division.
It is a sponsor of the New York State
Department of Health’s EMS Program, as
well as a training center for the American
Heart Association, the American Safety
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& Health Institute and for Prehospital
Trauma Life Support.

To spearhead the building of Mobile
Life’s new headquarters and 911 Center,
Storm King was contracted in July 2007
to renovate an existing building in New
Windsor, N.Y. The building, formerly a
large restaurant/catering business, required
structural repairs. After accomplishing
that, a complete renovation was
performed, including new offices as well as
teaching and conference rooms. New heat
and air conditioning systems were also
installed, along with a radio tower and
generator system to accommodate Mobile
Life’s emergency services. Work was
completed last January, resulting in a very
attractive and functional building.
